SALT LAKE CITY — (February 24, 2010) — Available for a limited time, this Oud Bruin style, a
blended, barrel aged Belgian beer is unique and complex and won't be around for long.

The Inspiration of 529

In 2004, Jenny Talley, Squatters brewmaster, traveled to Belgium with a group of brewer friends,
spending most of their time in the Flemish region drinking the finest Belgian beers they could find. “One
of my most memorable stops was at the Rodenbach Brewery in Roeselare where | fell in love with the
Oud Bruin / Flanders Red style” states Jenny. Eugene Rodenbach developed his signature brown sour
ales at his families’ brewery after being introduced to the art of blending in England in 1878.

About Oud Bruins

Oud Bruin’s are a marriage between the malty sweetness
of newer ale and the tart sourness of aged ale. “We
emulated the Rodenbach process by aging 529 in oak
barrels for 18 months” states Jenny “and blending the
aged with the new.” The secondary fermentation takes
place in the barrels with lactobacillus, pediococus and wild
yeast (brettanomyces). After it reaches optimum sourness
and flavor, the barrels are blended with a new batch of 529
to bring in maltiness. The final step is a third fermentation
in the bottle with champagne yeast to create the optimum
amount of carbonation and complexity.
