The date will be marked with a specially brewed commemorative beer: Prohibition Pale Ale, brewery tours and 75¢ pints all day!

Historians note that Prohibition officially ended on December 5, 1933, with the ratification of the 21st Amendment. But earlier that year, newly-elected President Franklin D. Roosevelt took steps to fulfill his campaign promise to end the national ban on alcohol. Thus on April 7, 1933 Roosevelt himself received newly legalized beer at the White House to toast what was the beginning of the end for Prohibition. In the 24-hours that followed, more than 1.5 million gallons of beer flowed as Americans celebrated. “Here’s to beer lovers everywhere, lift a glass and toast to beer -- our legal privilege” said Jenny Talley, Squatters Brew Master. 

World Beer Cup

On April 19th Squatters brew masters Jenny Talley and Dan Burrick will compete against the worlds top brewers with 22 beer entries at the 2008 World Beer Cup competition in San Diego. In 2006 Squatters and Wasatch brought home 4 medals, this contributed to Utah being the highest medal winning state per entry – 33% of the beers entered won medals. 

Every two years, a highly qualified professional panel of beer judges honors the top three beers in 91 beer style categories with gold, silver, and bronze awards. The World Beer Cup, often referred to as "The Olympics of Beer Competition," is the most prestigious beer competition in the world.
