Salt Lake Brewing Co. increases its sustainability with Blue Sky
CANYONVILLE, Utah — Salt Lake Brewing Co., makers of Squatters handcrafted brews and restaurants, hiked its participation in Rocky Mountain Power’s Blue Sky program as a significant step in making its business more sustainable.

“I first bought Blue Sky renewable energy for my home,” said Joe Lambert, operating partner of Salt Lake Brewing Company. “Then I huddled with our director of environmental and social responsibility James Soares, and other members of our company, about making a significant commitment to renewable energy.”

Their Squatters Pub Brewery in Salt Lake City originally joined the program at the Champion partnership level, purchasing 42 blocks per month. It later upgraded its monthly block purchase to 169 blocks per month, making it a Visionary-level partner. 
 

The Squatters Roadhouse Grill and Pub in Park City also signed up at the Championship level before upgrading its purchase to 83 blocks per month, also becoming a Visionary-level participant. 
 

Combined, the establishments are supporting renewable energy equivalent to 252 blocks per month, which is the equivalent of 30 percent of their average monthly energy usage.  Over 12 months, Salt Lake Brewing Company’s Blue Sky purchase will help avoid nearly 184 tons of carbon dioxide emissions each year – the equivalent of removing 31 cars from the road for a year or planting 15,900 trees. 
Rocky Mountain Power’s Blue Sky is sold in 100 kilowatt-hour block increments for as little as $1.95 per month. 

“Renewable electricity is an important, growing part of Rocky Mountain Power’s energy mix,” said Alene Bentley, customer and community manager for Rocky Mountain Power. “Blue Sky provides a simple, convenient way for businesses and residential customers to support renewable electricity generation even more by paying just a little more each month.”
 
When a customer enrolls in Blue Sky, the company purchases renewable energy production credits on behalf of the consumer from renewable-energy facilities in the region. Electricity from wind energy facilities increases the diversity of the company’s generation fleet, which includes coal, natural gas, hydroelectric and geothermal sources.

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Salt Lake Brewing Company markets itself as a green, sustainable business. Its garden contains indigenous, water-wise plants. It also uses a high-temperature dishwasher that doesn’t require much water to sanitize dishes, and uses waterless urinals. 

“As members of Salt Lake City’s e2 (environmentally and economically sustainable) business program, we try to practice triple bottom line accounting for our bottle and keg facility, our pub restaurants and corporate office – we look at our impact on people, planet and profit,” Soares said. “From water use to purchasing food and equipment, we look at how those purchases affect each element of our bottom line. Some of the questions we ask, ‘Is it local? Is it energy efficient?’”

Their pubs and brewery are also completing energy audits through Rocky Mountain Power’s Energy FinAnswer program for businesses. With Energy FinAnswer, businesses can get cash incentives to upgrade their commercial or industrial heating, cooling, refrigeration, compressed air, lighting, pumping or industrial processes
