Squatters Makes it Easier to Get a Drink
Salt Lake City – (June 25, 2009) – On July 1st Squatters Pub Brewery will relinquish their tavern and restaurant licenses they have been doing business under for the past 20 years and operate solely as a Class C Dining Club, which will offer guests improved levels of service. What does this all mean? Here are the most commonly asked questions with simple to the point answers:
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Q – Does this make it easier for me to get a drink while I’m waiting for a table?

A – Yes, Squatters bar area that operated under a tavern license, can now serve cocktails, wine, high gravity beers and liquors, in the past we could only serve 4% ABV beer at the bar.

[image: image9.wmf]Q – Are bar tenders still required to pass wine and cocktails to a server, then to the customer?

A – No, this is one of the most difficult things we have had to explain over the years to visitors, we can now serve all beverages over the bar straight into the customer’s hand. 


Q – Is Squatters required to hide their alcohol behind a wall or screen?

A – No, by becoming a dining club we are not required to hide the operations of our bar. 

Q – Will I be able to get a Bloody Mary at brunch?

A – Yes, liquor, beer and wine will be available for guests when we open – 10:30am on the weekends and 11:00am during the week, no more sipping coffee until noon! 


Q – If I want to pop in for a glass of wine, say before or after seeing a show across the street at the Rose Wagner Theater, will I be required to purchase food?
A – No, guests may now consume alcoholic beverages, if of legal age, without the purchase of food or membership requirements (because private clubs do not exist in Utah as of July 1st.)
Q – Will Squatters be hiring bouncers to check ID?

A – Yes, it is required we check and verify the age of any guest purchasing an alcoholic beverage who appears to be less than 35 years of age. ID’s are checked when you step up to the bar or at the table when you order alcohol.

Q – I’ve been hearing about Age Verification Devices – what are these and what info do they read?

A – Dining clubs are required to electronically scan ID verifying a customer’s age prior to serving them an alcoholic beverage. The devices electronically store: name, age, ID status and number, gender and expiration date for 7 days, at which point the information is deleted.

Q – Will Squatters be offering a happy hour discount on drinks?

A – No, Utah continues to prohibit discounting practices such as “happy hours” or “two for ones”.

Q – Will minors still be allowed in Squatters? 

A – Yes, this license allows minors, when accompanied by an adult, to enter the restaurant to dine.


Q – Are there any restrictions for minors?

A – A few, minors cannot sit at the bar and we will continue to discourage any food fights.
Q – What will the difference in service be between Squatters Pub Brewery operating under the Class C Dining Club license and restaurants operating under a restaurant liquor license?
A – We will be able to serve drinks when we open, prior to noon without the requirement of purchasing food.

“In short,” states Joe Lambert, Operating Partner, Salt Lake Brewing Co. “liquor service at Squatters Pub Brewery will be seamless to patrons and lengthy explanations about Utah’s liquors laws will be a thing of the past, allowing us to talk about some of the great things about Utah, like the beer!”
